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Body Painting

The body of the kit is cut out, but not painted

1. Clean the body thoroughly with a neutral detergent.

2. Once the car body is completely dry, you can start
preparing it for painting. First, use the window
masking stickers from the accessories kit as shown
in Figure 1. If you want to paint the car body a
different color, you can use masking tape to mask
the inside of the car body.

3. For a beautiful effect, paint the dark color first and
then gradually paint the light color. If you use
masking t ape, tear off the tape after painting one
color, but you must paint the next color after the
previous color is completely dry.
